Financial U pdat e
     After the special meeting to discuss the budget, it was decided that
the Board of Ministries would keep the congregation better informed
and better educated on the finances of the church.
     First, I would like to thank you for your continued support of the
church in January after a record-breaking December. Total receipts
toward the budget in January were $47,340, which was only $2,660
short of the $50,000 we need each month to meet our $600,000
budget. This, combined with the giving in December, is an excellent
demonstration of the financial support that has kept this church and its
ministry vital for the past 150 years.
     There is concern for items that were no longer in the budget, and the
church’s continued support of them; for example, camping. However,
just because an item isn’t in the budget doesn’t mean that we’ll not
continue to support it; it will simply require more directed giving. We
have miscellaneous funds (seperate from the budget) that support
those ministries. Two other examples are the Nicaragua trip and Faith
Forest. These funds are supported by fund raisers, memorials, and by
people who give specifically to that fund.
     If there is a ministry that is important to you, you may give money
directly to that ministry by designating it on your check. However, these
funds will need to be supported by gifts that are in addition to our
pledges, not in lieu of them. - Arnetta Barker, Treasurer
